AS A GIFT, NAPA COUNTY LAND TRUST, a California Non-Profit Corporation,
hereby GRANTS to NAPA COUNTY LAND TRUST, a California Non-Profit
Corporation, as Trustee, in trust, for the benefit of the Napa County Land Trust
and the residents of the County of Napa, California, all of the real property in the
County of Napa, State of California, described as follows:

PARCEL ONE:
The South half of the Southeast quarter of Section 17, in Township 6 North,
Range 5 West, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian.

PARCEL TWO:

Right of Way, 30 feet in width, for road and utility purposes, as reserved in the
Deed from Archer Taylor, et ux, to Warren Kubler, et ux, recorded February 10,
1959 in Book 587 at page 569 of Official Records of Napa County.

PARCEL THREE:

A non-exclusive Easement, 40 feet in width, appurtenant to Parcel One above,
for ingress, egress, roadway and utilities, over and across the remaining lands of
the Grantor described as the Northeast quarter of the Northeast quarter of
Section 20, and the North half of the Northwest quarter and the Southeast
quarter of the Northwest quarter of Section 21, in Township 6 North, Range 5
West, Mount Diablo Base and Meridian. The route of said Easement shall he
determined by mutual agreement between the Grantor and Grantee herein.

Subject to the following provisions, which shall run with the Property in
perpetuity:

1. The gift of this Property to the Napa County Land Trust (hereinafter called
the "Land Trust"] is made with the specific intention that the entire Property be
preserved by the Land Trust in its natural and forested condition subject to the
affirmative mandatory obligations or obligations placing an affirmative duty

on the Land Trust to effect these goals:

A. First and foremost, the Land Trust shall protect and preserve the
Property in its natural condition in perpetuity.

B. The Land Trust shall administer the land as a natural sanctuary for
the plants and animals naturally occurring thereon and, to the extent
consistent with the foregoing, for the enjoyment of man.

C. The Land Trust shall bar and prohibit any activity on the Property






T. No dumping of trash or garbage is permitted,
U No construction of any buildings or structures Is permitted.

V. None of the foregoing provisions shall restrict Land Trust from
performing or causing to perform all actions which are reasonably
necessary to: (1) mitigate and protect the property and all adjoining
properties against fire hazards; or (2) protect persons who enter or use the
property against clear and present safety hazards; or (3) comply with:
applicable statutes, ordinances and regulations of federal, state, county
and local governmental agencies and authorities; or (4) establish open
space, conservation, or land preservation easements for the use of and
enforcement by other non-profit organizations which, in the reasonable
discretion of Land Trust, have land preservation and educational purposes
,which are compatible with or complementary to those of the Land Trust.
All such actions taken shall be subject, however, to Land Trust exercising
thorough and diligent planning and supervision to mitigate the adverse
impacts upon and to further the continuation and accomplishment of the
purposes of this trust stated in paragraph 1. ‘
